FIELD NOTES: The soil had good moisture at planting, and rains continued into June, along with cooler than

normal temperatures. Beginning in late June, moisture dwindled to “just enough". If not for the moderate summer temps,

this crop may have burned up. Aphids and stem blight took their toll here, as bean yields were less than average here.
