Test Comments:

Good emergence and early development got this test off to a fast start. Then in the last week of a June a strong

storm with straight line winds caused some green snap and goose-necking. The green snap was evident in less then 5 plots but the

lodging was evident in almost 20% of all plots to some degree. The lodging rating is 95% root lodging. Overall test rating is 7 of 10.
