Test Comments:

Second year corn and the disease pressure was high. It required good gray leaf spot, Anthracnose and some northern

corn leaf blight resistance to stand up this year. Some hybrids were lodged badly but stalk integrity was adequate to feed through the header.

Soil moisture was good until mid-August and September, this aided weak stalks as corn finished out its yield. Overall test rating is 8 out of 10.
