Test Comments:

Strong storms the end of June caused some root lodging and stalks to green snap. However, damage was minimal to

only a few hybrids. Rainfall was adequate until August when the site went dry for a few weeks. This took away some top-end yield potential.

This test did not have the highest yields, but it does offer more "typical” standibility and yield results. Overall test rating is 8 out of 10.
