One of the nicest looking tests through July. Good emergence, excellent stands, and timely rains during early summer

August turned drier and a late season storm broke some hybrids off just below the ear, most however, were picked up by the header. This test

shows nice corn stalk strength differences for central PA. The main disease was Anthracnose with some Diplodia. Overall test rating is 8 of 10.
