Good emergence and early vigor pushed these hybrids to some great yields. The only negative was a strong wind and rain storm the last week of June caused some
hybrids to green snap and some to have root lodging. If the plants were green snapped the yields were hurt, lodging was not severe enough to interfere with harvest. A drier than normal

August caused an earlier drydown but yields were excellent. Overall rating of the plot is a 8 out of 10.
