TEST COMMENTS: This site got off to a great start, but went through a dry period in July. Rains in August and September helped boost

yields. Plants were on the short side from 24 to 30 inches tall and were standing well. Excellent weed control with light disease pressure.

Yield level was very good considering this test was not planted until June 18.
