Test Comments: This site got off to rough start like everybody else this season. Cool wet conditions resulted in poor uneven seedling

emergence. At harvest, crop height varied widely. Some plants had ears positioned only 2.5 feet above the ground. Stalk quality was weak

here, just like the surrounding field which was mostly lodged.
