There was some early season feeding on this crop by slugs and corn flea battle. Early season water ponding and

general wet conditions which led to nitrogen deficiency showing in late July. With the lack of heat units, this crop never reached full maturity

as grain moistures indicate. It was a difficult crop to shell as cob was soft. Ear rot from nigrospora, cladosporium and rhizopus was observed.
