Emergence and early vigor was excellent. Good rainfall through May and into June. A late June early July storm caused

localized greensnap of stalks. Breakage was not hybrid specific, instead, influenced more by wind direction and path. The site experienced

severe northern corn leaf blight and some gray leaf spot. Lodging scores reflect stalk lodging at harvest, not greensnap percentage.
