May, June and July were close to normal in rainfall. August was below normal in rain and temperatures were in the mid-eightie. Hybrids matured very fast in August 
and yields were most likely reduced. Generally the growing season was not far from normal, but not as good as many other areas experienced. Some gray leaf spot and northern corn leaf blight 
were present but not at high levels. Weed control was good and no rootworm pressure was noticed. Overall rating of the test is 8 out of 10. (10=best)
