TEST COMMENTS: Kevin's field received ample rainfall throughout the season, especially the month of August. These conditions
contributed to disease development (likely sudden death syndrome) which killed some varieties prematurely limiting top-end yields. The
upper 1 foot of dead plants had underdeveloped stems and pods. Plant heights ranged from 36-48". Seed size varied widely due to disease.
