TEST COMMENTS: The soil had a full profile of moisture at planting. Late May and June were quite wet, while the latter half of July
was dry. August rains brought 5 inches to this site, and yields responded well. Plants were healthy at harvest and a bit shorter than normal.

Grain size really contributed to the yield. Doug did not spray for aphids on this field. The field around the test averaged about 55 bu/acre.
