TEST COMMENTS: Twelve inches of rain fell in June, but this site was planted on a south-facing slope, preventing ponding issures. The
yields in this block-randomized location were better on the higher elevations. Ed did spray Asana for aphid control. Some SCN pressure was
present here. Soybeans looked very healthy at harvest. Ed noted that yields surrounding the test were in the mid-50's.
