The Casselton site produced above average results. Planting was delayed by cold wet conditions, by late June,

drought had the crop underdeveloped. In June, Bob commented that rain could still turn things around. Mid-August rain brought vigorous

plant growth. Stands were acceptable but less than ideal due in part to seedling blight observed at the 4th trifoliolate leaf stage.
