Test Comments: Cooler temperatures after planting delayed emergence. The growing season was slightly drier than 30-yr average until

July 27-28 when the site received 3.2" rain. Temperatures were normal through mid-August when temps fell below average. The combination

of large ears, stalk deterioration, and strong winds resulted in moderate lodging. Harvest ear loss was minimal and yields were very good.
