Test Comments: Favorable weather allowed for planting in late April here. Many area fields were planted by mid-April. Good stands

and early season vigor were a result of timely rain early that continued all season without dry periods or flooding. Aside from some

Northern corn leaf blight, there wasn't much to hold back yield. Rainfall was within 1/2" of the 30-yr average while temps were near normal.
