TEST COMMENTS: Despite a late May planting date, typical for the area, there was plenty of moisture throughout the season. 4.17"

fell Aug 16-20 contributing to seed fill. Season ended 10.65" over the 30-yr average. Plants were relatively tall but stood well. Some varieties

still held petioles near plant bottoms but pods threshed well. Grain moistures were low from very hot windy weather days prior to harvest.
