The Casselton tests were planted after the heavy rains had finished and plants developed quickly. By late July, the test

was standing tall but was pushed down by strong winds. At harvest, plants were still leaning on each other within the row. These tests, with

and without DAP fertilizer applied at planting, may interest readers looking for varieties responsive to increased levels of available N and P.
