Test Comments: This test was no-till planted late May into corn residue a few days before the surrounding field was planted. An extreme
slug infestation consumed all plants in several plots while many other plots only had a 50% stand. After further evaluation, it was determined
that the slug damage was not hybrid related but instead, dependant upon slug population in the field. This test was not harvested.
