Test Comments: Wet, wet and wet. Spring planting was delayed due to a wet spring. Rainfall was above average for most of the

summer. A June storm did cause some green snap on certain varieties. July and August were hot with a few days where corn showed some

signs of stress. Disease pressure was low and corn shelled off the cob nicely. Overall test rating is 8 of 10 (10=best).
