TEST COMMENTS: Conditions at this test location were favorable for most of the season. Plants experienced tremendous growth,

resulting in some plants being close to 60" in height. Pod set was good up and down the plant, most nodes had 3-4 pods per cluster. There was

little evidence of any disease pressure in the plot. Plant stems on several of the later varieties were still green, making harvest a slow process.
