TEST COMMENTS:

Terry said that during the later growing season multiple cloud bursts dumped up to 4" in 40 minutes near the plot

field. Wind gusts from these storms caused tall plants, up to 60", to lodge. Disease pressure was moderately high. Harvested seed from many

varieties was small to medium sized. High grain moistures reflect a recent rain, which further delayed harvest - typical trend of the area this yea
