TEST COMMENTS: Matt, the farmer cooperator here, said his farm received 17.6" of rain totals from July 28th - November 3rd. Consid-
ering the additionally wet spring, seedling emergence at this site was very good. The later season rains did contribute to lodging of some of the

taller, 48" to 60", soybean plants. Disease pressure was moderately high. Seed size and quality was still very good.
