TEST COMMENTS:

This site was planted into good soil conditions in late May. The test was located on a gradual slope which helped

drain excess surface water. Rainfall was above normal during the entire growing season with July, August and September totals being 3.0,

1.4, and 2.2 inches, respectively, above the area 30-yr average. There was minimal lodging noticed throughout the test site.
