Wet spring weather in early May delayed area soybean planting dates. Once planted, emergence was quick and stand:

were excellent. Lodging was severe and well defined between the varieties. Plant heights ranged from 46" to 62". Largest rain events were 1.4"

July 11, 1.8" July 17-18, followed by 8" Sept 12-16. Total rainfall from planting through R6 (Aug 13) was 0.2" below the area 30-yr average.
