TEST COMMENTS:

The yield for the field surrounding this years test site averaged in the upper forties, which was roughly 10 bu/acre

less than other soybean fields TIm and Jeff harvested. There was significant lodging throughout the field, with later maturities being affected

more than earlier. The surrounding field had a little chemical drift damage, but the plot was not affected.
