TEST COMMENTS:

This test site experienced a high level of iron chlorosis that affected a majority of the varieties. The few unaffected

varieties were quite noticeable in their overall health and harvest weights. The site also received hail early in the growing season. The hail

and iron chlorosis was the likely cause of lower average yields here, compared to other locations in Red River South.
