TEST COMMENTS:

Soybean plants were relatively short at 30 inches or less. Dry weather in June and July shortened plants in the back

third of our test and may have contributed to the reduced yields there. Strong yields and large soybean grain size are due to rainfall being at

or above normal in August (2.8" above) and September. No weed control issues observed.
