TEST COMMENTS: Planting conditions were nice this spring. Weather was favorable for almost the entire growing season, with the

exception of maybe too much late season rain. Plants were extremely tall, up to 70 inches. This contrbuted to the lodging scores reported.

During harvest, plants would just disintegrate going through the combine, making these some of the dirtiest beans we have cut all year.
