The growing season was very dry at this site. Estimated rainfall was only 9.29 inches from planting through harvest, an

estimated 43% below average for this area. The limited rainfall must have fallen right when needed most, because yield was much better

than expected, even though the site was very dry. Some hybrids displayed minor root lodging. There was minimal to no tip-back on the ears.
