TEST COMMENTS:  soybean plants were robust and rangy. Plant heights ranged from 30-60". Some varieties still had a few leaf petioles
attached, green or otherwise. Many varieites displayed some degree of lodging. Waterhemp was slightly present. Seed size ranged from

medium to large, but all seemed of good quality.
