TEST COMMENTS: Beans in this area were planted in late May. Strands were excellent and very uniform across the field. Growing condi-

tions were favorable most of the growing season with good rain frequency. Weed control included minimal handweeding. No sign of disease.

Terry, our host farmer, mentioned late summer and early autumn rains seemed to delay maturity. Just a solid, clean, uniform research trial.
