TEST COMMENTS:  Pplanting conditions were excellent at this no-till site. All season, plant health was excellent with little visible foliar

stress. July got a bit dry and reduced pod set. That dry period extended into a cool August. A big storm dropped 4.8" rain on Aug 15. Through

the season, 3.3" rain fell during vegetative stages, 3.2" from bloom to full pod and 9.9" from beginning seed to maturity.
