TEST COMMENTS:  Nice yield suprise considering July was very dry. Plenty of rain came in August to fill pods and produce large seeds.

This site drains very well. Plants were tall, had great standability and harvested well. During the season, 2" came during vegetative stages, 1.7"

from bloom to full pod and 10.4" from beginning seed to maturity. Rainfall totals from planting to R6 was 4.1" above the area 30-yr average.
