in July during an early vegetative stage and did not seem stress plants. Rains continued throughout summer and fall. Stalk quality at harvest

Wet spring delayed planting. Good corn emergence and early vigor due to warm temperatures. The only dry spell came

deteriorated, with severe lodging in some hybrids. One way harvest was used to maximize ear gathering. Results show high strength hybrids.
