TEST COMMENTS:

This was one of our earlier planted locations, before it started raining again. Damp conditions after planting hurt

emergence a little. Dave, our host farmer, mentioned that phytophthora and rhizoctonia impacted some of the varieties early in the season.

The rest of the growing season was pretty favorable. Seed size at harvest was fairly large. Very little late season disease noted in the plot.
