TEST COMMENTS:

These beans were no-till planted in early May. Rainfall following planting really hurt seedling establishment. At

harvest, bean plants were all considerably shorter than normal. Plants were still holding on to some petioles. This crop was some of the easiest

harvesting beans we have encountered this year. No diseases to mention, all pods were 3 bean pods with an average of 3 pods per node.
