This was a nice looking soybean plot all year long. July and August were a little dry, but some late season rainfall

helped the plot to finish off nice. There was not much to note about diseases. Most varieties were still standing well with large diameter

stems. You would see an occasional 4 bean pod and seed size was fairly large. First bean plot this fall that did not have many green stems.
