By mid-May, it finally started dry enought to allow farmers to get

in the fields. This region saw ample amounts of rainfall all season long. Plants were short statured, but each node was loaded with pods. Very

little disease in this area that affected soybean plants. Did notice a small amount of moldy seeds in grain samples.
