TEST COMMENTS:

This was our only location that missed earlier planting
windows in May. Several farms in O'Brien county were
planted by early and mid-May. However, 5.2" of rain fell
on this field during May and not all fields in the flats
drained off as well which forced some corn planting into
June. The later start to the growing season impacted
yields as expected. This field was exceptionally slow to
dry down and stalk quality was beginning to deteriorate,
however, ear shanks were strong and harvest loss was
minimal.
