Planting conditions were excellent on this Port Byron silt
loam soil, with a natural crown running lengthwise
through the plot. The soil at this plot site was very
uniform and well-drained. GDU's were very low in May
due to cool temps. However, the corn thrived here,
standing tall at harvest. There was no evidence of the
wind damage that plagued many other locations on July
20. From April 1 to September 1, 25" of rain fell, while
much of MN fought excess rainfall all year.
